This Suite contains four typical Caucasian scenes,and opens with the picture,Dans le défilé. Here a solitary mountain pass is before our
vision.The horn call and its echo are heard at the outset; it oconsiats of a phrase of four notes,and whatever else goes on throughout the move-
ment, this phrase is ever persistent. With a descending sinuous figure and a reiterated bar of martial rhythm,the thematio material is complete.

The second movement,“In a Caucasian Village” ooncludes with & danoe movement. In the ocboe melody on which the dance is founded, a weird
effect is produced; while the repeated notes in gh,e acoompanimentare somewhat reminiscent of a Spanish dance.

Dans la Mosquée, the short third movement,again brings forth_the plaintive tones of the oboe. This surely is music intended for heathen
worsghip, for it has a decided Agiatic flavour.

The Finale,Cortege du Serdare,is likewise pagan-in character, but it conjures up scenes of Oriental splendour as the Sirdars proocession
approaches from afar. When the procession is close at hand, the sudden fortissimi and pianissimi give the effect of & windy day,when the sound
{s wafted first in one direction and then the other.

Ivanov, who wag born near St.Petersburg in 18569, eventually became the chief musician in the town of Tiflis,south of the Caucasus, where
he made a study of Cancasian national musio. Here he found rich material for hie talents,which made a deep impression on Tschaikowsky when
that master visited Tiflis in 1886. His works inelnde operas, besides orchestral, chamber and vocal compositions.
